CORE KNOWLEDGE UPDATES

Kindergarten

We had a great first week in Kindergarten getting to know our friends. During the month of
September we will be learning all about us which will include learning about the body and
our five senses. The students will also learn about nursery rhymes, bears, and apples.

On September 25th the Kindergarten class will be going on a field trip to Deal’s Orchard.
While there the students will learn about plant growth and a working farm.

First Grade

Ouir first week in first grade was wonderful. We welcomed new friends and made our class
promise. In the month of September we will be learning about spatial sense and Mesopota-
mia in history and geography. In visual arts we will learn about color and lines. We will
also be discussing habitats and classification of animals in science. At the end of the
month we will be taking a field trip to Deal’s Farm. It's going to be a busy time with lots of
new things to learn.

Second Grade

The Second Grade will be reviewing maps, the continents, and the oceans. We will look at
different geographical features in North and South America. After learning all the geogra-
phy, we will begin our country studies with Japan. In science, the second grade will be
busy learning about why we have seasons, the water cycle, and the life cycles of plants,
chickens, frogs and butterflies. We will then use our plant life cycle knowledge to visit a
pumpkin patch and apple orchard at the end of the month.

Third Grade

Third Grade will start the year off with a quick review of geography. Continents, oceans,
hemispheres, and the poles will all be covered. We will spend time focusing on our
neighbors to the north, Canada.

Fourth Grade

In Social Studies we will be studying map skills and Europe in the Middle Ages. In Science
the 4th grade will be studying animal adaptations and habitats. We will also be studying the
circulatory and respiratory systems.

Fifth Grade

The fifth grade will be working on their map & globe skills—latitude, longitude, coordinates,
time zones & climate zones. In Language Arts we are reading Little Women and working
on grammar, & usage. In Math we will be studying computation, numbers & number sense.
